1. “Biological Material” shall mean the following biological material(s): Multisite GATEWAY compatible derivative of pER8, known as plasmid p1R4-ML:XVE and its variants containing different promoters. 

- pER8 was originally developed in the laboratory of Professor Nam-Hai Chua at The Rockefeller University (Zuo et al. Plant J. 2000) and made Multisite GATEWAY compatible by Dr. Ari Pekka Mahonen at the University of Helsinki (Siligato et al. Plant Phys. 2016).  
- RECIPIENT is aware that the Material including progeny and transgenic plants contains an essential element of the pER8 plasmid that may have commercial utility, and that pER8 is considered to be proprietary to The Rockefeller University.
2. RECIPIENT's Scientist agrees to cite the above-mentioned references and to provide appropriate acknowledgment of the source of the Biological Material in all publications.
3. Biological Material is made available for non-profit research and teaching use only in plants or in vitro experiments. RECIPIENT agrees and confirms that the Biological Material will not be used for any other purpose. Neither the Biological Material nor any biological or other materials treated therewith will be used in human beings.  
4. The Biological Material is provided at no cost to the RECIPIENT. No right or license is granted under this Agreement expressly or by implication.

5. RECIPIENT further understands and agrees that nothing herein shall be deemed to grant to RECIPIENT any rights to use the Biological Material for profit-making or commercial purposes. RECIPIENT acknowledges that any use of the Biological Material by RECIPIENT for commercial or profit-making purposes may require licenses from third parties.

6. RECIPIENT agrees not to distribute or transfer the Biological Material to any person or entity other than laboratory personnel under RECIPIENT’s direct supervision. RECIPIENT further ensures that no one will be allowed to take, distribute, transfer or release the Biological Material to any third party, without the prior written consent of the UNIVERSITY.

7. Any MATERIAL delivered pursuant to this Agreement is understood to be experimental in nature and may have hazardous properties. UNIVERSITY MAKES NO REPRESENTATIONS AND EXTENDS NO WARRANTIES OF ANY KIND, EITHER EXPRESS OR IMPLIED. THERE ARE NO EXPRESS OR IMPLIED WARRANTIES OF MERCHANTABILITY OR FITNESS FOR A PARTICULAR PURPOSE, OR THAT THE USE OF THE BILOGICAL MATERIAL WILL NOT INFRINGE ANY PATENT, COPYRIGHT, TRADEMARK, OR OTHER PROPRIETARY RIGHTS.
8. Except to the extent prohibited by law, RECIPIENT assumes all liability for damages that may arise from its use, storage or disposal of the Biological Material. UNIVERSITY will not be liable to RECIPIENT for any loss, claim or demand made by RECIPIENT, or made against RECIPIENT by any other party, due to or arising from the use of the Biological Material by RECIPIENT, except when caused by the gross negligence or willful misconduct of UNIVERSITY.

9. This Agreement may have been supplied to RECIPIENT as an electronic data file. RECIPIENT represents that it has not altered the text of the Agreement. This Agreement shall be null and void if its text differs in any way from the text of the electronic data file that was provided to RECIPIENT.
10. This Agreement shall be construed and interpreted in accordance with the laws of Finland. Place of jurisdiction shall be the District Court of Helsinki, Finland.
However with RECIPIENT organizations located outside the EU and EEA any dispute, controversy or claim arising out of or in connection with this Agreement, or the breach, termination or invalidity thereof, shall be finally settled by arbitration in accordance with the Rules of the Arbitration Institute of the Finland Chamber of Commerce. The arbitral tribunal shall be composed of one (1) arbitrator and the place of arbitration shall be Helsinki, Finland. The language to be used in the arbitral proceedings shall be English and/or Finnish. The arbitral proceedings, including any outcome, shall be confidential. Any judgment rendered by the arbitrators shall be final and binding upon the Parties.
11. The signature of the RECIPIENT Scientist and the Authorized Official constitutes a material representation that RECIPIENT agrees to the terms contained in this Agreement. RECIPIENT shall cause this Agreement to be executed in two (2) copies and return one signed copy to UNIVERSITY. UNIVERSITY will then forward the Biological Material.
